Practicum Procedure

Supervisor, Mentor, and Candidate

ESOL and ESOL/Bilingual Endorsement

Time:  Practicum experience consists of 30 contact hours with the same group of students during the same class period.  Contact is to be three or four days a week for a minimum of 30 minutes. You must be admitted to the program before beginning your practicum.

If the Lewis and Clark supervisor feels that the candidate needs additional experience, we may extend the requirement (at this site or elsewhere).

The candidate will inform the supervisor if she/he takes on additional responsibilities, such as substitute teaching with LEP students or helping in an extra-curricular activity.  It is strictly up to the supervisor whether such extra hours of experience will be noted in a final report or letter of recommendation.  These hours cannot substitute for the 30 contact hours.

Teaching situation:  The practicum may be in a variety of types of classrooms with mentor support, as long as the teacher of record has the ESOL Endorsement and the position requires then endorsement. Examples of acceptable sites are:


Elementary:  

a) ESL pullout or other push in for limited English proficient (LEP)

students

b) bilingual, two way  or immersion classroom that requires the teaching of ESL

c) mainstream classroom in which the ESOL endorsement is required of the teacher of record (candidate is working directly with a mainstream teacher who has been trained in appropriate ESOL methodology)

d) migrant education summer school or other types of academic classes for LEP students.


Secondary:  

a) ESL class 

b) mainstream content classroom in which the ESOL endorsement is required of the teacher of record (with a teacher who has been trained in appropriate methodology); 

c) a bilingual classroom in which students are learning at least part of the time in English; 

d) migrant education summer school or other types of academic classes for LEP students.
Procedures:  

1.
The candidate and mentor teacher( will meet (together or separately) with the Lewis and Clark supervisor before the practicum begins.

2. The supervisor will observe at least three times (more if deemed necessary) and will meet with the candidate after each evaluation to discuss the experience, using the pre-observation focus form and/or practicum observation form to guide discussion.  You will want to help the candidate link their classroom practices to the ESOL program coursework.

3. At the end of the practicum, the supervisor will meet for discussion with the candidate (and mentor, if possible).  After the Final Report has been filled out and signed, the supervisor will send the original to Lewis & Clark and provide a copy to the candidate.
4. The candidate may request letters of recommendation from the Lewis and Clark supervisor and from the mentor teacher. 
5. The supervisor should maintain close contact with the faculty advisor.  In the event there are concerns, the supervisor should call the advisor or Sara Exposito or Alejandra Favela the ESOL/Bilingual Program Coordinators, immediately if there is a problem. All communication and decisions must be documented.
6. The candidate should call the Lewis & Clark supervisor or Carolyn Grenz if there is a problem.
